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PREFACE

Once, when I was younger, I needed to know the spanish translation
of "mycorrhiza." After searching through numerous non-existant
environmental glossaries, I found that the transiation was '"micoriza."
"Simple", I said, "when in doubt use the English word and pronounce it
with a spanish accent." I used the technique many times as a volunteer.
It often worked, but just as often I was met with strange, uncomprehend-
ing but polite looks from my students and, sometimes with loud and not
so polite guffaws.

Although pride prevents me from telling you of all the embarrassing
things I said before I learned there were such things as false cognates,
I have no such problem with reciting the embarrassments of others. For
example, a Peace Corps Volunteer was once heard to say, "La Bahia de
San Francisco on California esta llena de polucidon." Not to be outdone,
a Latin American once wrote, "Los factores que mas enfluyen en la
polucion son el mondxido de carbono y los Sxidos de nitrdgeno.

I have no idea what this says about the comparative behavior and
culture of North Americans and Latin Americans although it would make
an interesting study. What I do know is that what they said, and what
they wanted to say, werenot the same. I'll not tell you what they
said, nor what they meart to say, but if you look up the words pollution
and polucifn in this glossary you can get an idea. I hope it is not
the last time you use this glossary.

However, as you use it there are some things you should know:

1) It is incompliete. This is particularly so in common
names. Common names are often called local names for
a reason--they are peculiarly local and the vast
majority were missed, Space has been left for you to
fi1l in those that are missing from your area. I
would appreciate your telling me of these additions
so that I can put them in my copy also.
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2) This glossary was not cumpiled to standarize usage.
Rather it was compiled for the use of Peace Corps
Volunteers who, because of where, how and why they
work, are required daily to communicate in terms
that are often neither cultured nor correct.

Though there i1s indeed a need for standardization,
the Peace Corps is not the agency to do it.
