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(d) The student's attention should again be drawn to
the fact that adjectives must agree with the noun
they qualify in gender, number, and case. This
agreement, however, does not mean that the case

It frequently happens that the noun

ending and the adjective ending are the same, but
this is not necessarily trus all the time. The
noun takes its particular case ending and the adjec-
tive takes its own case ending according to its

class.,

However, it must be in the same gender,

number and case as the noun it qualifies. It
should also be remembered that the noun determines
the gender, number, and case of the adjective and
