It contains short newspaper
articles on events involving actions by armed forces in Afghanistan,
Israel, Nicaragua, the Persian Gulf, and South Africa.

This is the first workbook at level 2 and you will find the reading

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Unit 26—Afghanistan

After several years of war and the deaths of over 1,200,000 people,
the Soviet Union began to withdraw its troops from Afghanistan.
The war in Afghanistan involved the Afghan government, which was
supported by the Soviet Union, and the mujaheddin, whom the US
named "the freedom fighters." In this unit you will read articles
about the war in Afghanistan.

Knowing how Soviet newspapers use language can give you clues to
changes in Soviet policy. For example, when the Soviet Union was
trying to suppress the mujaheddin in Afghanistan, the media
referred to them as "bandits." The word "bandits” has a very
negative connotation. During and after the debate over withdrawal,
the media began to use the terms akcTpeMucTbl (extremists) and,

as you can see from this text, onnosuuunsa (opposition). These
words are not as negative in Russian as the word "bandits".
