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Unit 46—The Warsaw Pact

In the late 1940s and early 1950s the Soviet Union believed that the
military and political security of Eastern Europe was threatened.
Several events, such as the formation of NATO in 1949, its growth,
and the proliferation of nuclear weapons, reinforced this belief. In
May, 1955, military and Communist Party leaders of seven countries
met in Warsaw, Poland, and formed a counterweight to NATO, to be
known as the Warsaw Pact Organization.

Articles in the Soviet Press on this subject use politicized language.
You may recognize such stock phrases as imperialist aggression,
peaceloving states, and brotherly socialist countries.

Leaders of the following countries signed the Treaty of Friendship,
Cooperation, and Mutual Aid (the formal title of the Warsaw Pact).

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Unit 47—NATO

The membership of NATO—the North Atlantic Treaty Organization—
includes countries on both sides of the Atlantic Ocean. Some
members (e.g., Norway, Greece, Germany, and Turkey) actually share
land borders with Warsaw Pact countries. In the Soviet media,
references to NATO, to its joint military exercises, weaponry, and
strategic aims, tend to be critical, hostile, and always politically
charged. In the years since NATO's founding, the Soviet bloc's
reaction has moderated somewhat.
