Notes on the Basic Dialogue

Ra 1s an actlion verbal which denotes motion outward. Depending upon the context, a sequence

like ra tiem &n can mean either 'go -1 or 'come - out to the restaurant!. The combination

di ra may occur with the same meanings as ra alone. Note the parallelism between (di) ra
and (di) lai:

'come to this restaurant' lai tiém @n nay fcome out to this restaurant! ra tiém &n nay
or: di lai tiem &n ngzr or: di ra tiem &n nay
'go to that restaurant! lai tiem 8n 4o 'go out to that restaurant! ra_tiem En do
or: di lai tiem #n dd or: di ra tiem ¥n do

Don means 'meet! i.e. 'greet! or 'welcome', whereas g3ip means 'meet! or 'make the acquaintance

of! or 'encounter!, or 'meet with!'.

Qua is an action verbal which denotes motion across. Depending upon the context, it can mean
'go over! or ‘come over!. Like lai and ra, it often occurs in combination with di. Thus,
(d¢i) qua tiem &n ngz tcome over to this restaurant', (di) qua tiem ®n dd 'go over to that

restaurant!'.
When the context makes the meaning clear, lam may occur without zi§g; meaning 'work!.

Toa Dai-SG and S&—Quén are alternate terms for 'embassy'. The former occurs more commonly in

daily conversation, whereas the latter is a more formal term.

Words like lanh-su 'consul!', which denote professions, occur both with lam and la:

ﬁng gy lam 1§nh—sg. 'He is (i.e. serves as) a consul.!
dng ay la lanh-su. 'He is a consul,!

However, when the place where the professional activity occurs 1s included, the lam alternant is
regularly used:
ang gy lam 1Enh-sg & Hué. 'He is (i.e. serves as) a consul in Hue.!

Grammar Notesg

I. Time words: Days of the Week and Parts of the Day

The days of the week are designated as follows in Vietnamese:

chﬁ-nhgt ' Sunday!

thi hai 'Monday!

thi ba 1Tuesday!

thit tu 'Wednesday!
thi nim 'Thursday!
thit sdu 'Friday!

thi bay ! Saturday!

The corresponding question word is: thi mgy? 'what day?!

The recurring th in all but the first member of the series 4is the regular marker for ordinal
numbers. Thus, thi hal means literally "second [day of the week]".  Thi tu 'Wednesday! is an
irregular member of the ordinal series.

When a member of this series occurs unmodified it may indicate either the day referred to when
it occurs next, or, depending on context, the repeated occurrence of that day.

Thus: Thi béy ong gy ai. tHe's going Saturday (i.e. this coming Saturday).!
or: 'He goes Saturdays (i.e. in general).!

1In some patterns, ngﬁz 'day! may occur preceding the members of the list above (e.g. ngéx
chﬁ-nhgg, ngay th hai, etc.), but its use is optional. n

Future days of the present week may also be designated by the day name + (tuan) ngx.

Thus: thl bay nay 'this (next) Saturday!
or: thi béy tuan nay ' Saturday of this week!

Days of next week are indicated by the day name + (tugn) £01.

Thus: thit béy toi 'next Saturday!
or: thit bay tuan t3i ' Saturday of next week!

Hom + a day name refers to that day which has most recently gone by, either in the same week or
the preceding week.

Thus: hom thi bay tthis past Saturday!
A day name, with or without preceding hom, followed by tuan trude, refers to a day of last week.
Thus: (ham) thi béy tuan truds 't Saturday of last week!

Day name <+ nao, followed somewhere later in the sentence by cﬁng + verbal refers to every such day.
(Compare Lesson 9, Grammar Note VI).

Example: Thit béy nao Sng gy cﬁng ai phg. 'He goes to town every Saturday.!

An action verbal preceded by ss indicates future action. While a verbal alone is tenseless --
i.e. depending on context, it may refer to past, present or future time -- the combination with

Thus: Toi dai SEi—an. 'I went to Saigon! or 'I'm going to Saigon!' or
'T will go to Saigon,!
but: Toi sé ai Sai-gon. 'T will go to Saigon.!

Se is used whenever the future meaning is not clearly indicated by the context, or when the
future 1s being contrasted with other time. Examples:

Ong Brown s& hoec & Vigt-Nam. 'Mr. Brown will study in Vietnam.!
Toi chua lam céi a6, nhung toi s6 lam. !'I haven't done that yet, but I will do it.!

In negative examples, khang immediately precedes the verbal. Example:
Toi so khang ai. T will not go.!

WARNING: Do not overuse s8! Most Vietnamese sentences referring to future time do NOT include it.

Notes on the Basgic Dialogue

1. Dﬁng, referring to eating and/or drinking, is a polite word used in reference to persons other
than the speaker.

3. Nho is a verbal meaning 'request! or task a favor!. It occurs frequently as the introductory
word of a polite request, comparable to English !please! or 'would [you] please '. The

request in such cases is one involving a favor to be done for someone.

Chail occurs both as a nominal and as a counter. As a nominal, it refers to 'bottle! as an object
and may occur with the counter cai. As a counter, it refers to a quantity, i.e. a bottleful.
Note that the combination cai chai can refer only to 'bottle! as an object.

Thus: hai cai chai ttwo bottles!?
hai chai la-ve 'two bottles of beer!
hai céi chai la-ve ttwo beer-bottlest

See Drill E, following, for some other words which occur in these same two patterns.

L. Chﬁng tai, like chﬁng ta, occurs as an equivalent of English twe! or 'us!, but these two Vietnamese
expressions have an important difference in meaning: chﬁng toi refers to the speaker and others,
efclusive of the person addressed, whe?eas chﬁng ta includes the person addressed. Thus, chﬁng
toi means 'we -- excluding you' but chung ta means 'we -- including you!'.

The sentence particle nghe, occurring at the end of requests, prohibitions, and affirmative and
negative statements, indicates that the speaker is asking for agreement or approval from the person
addressed, in a friendly conversational way. A response is called for.

Dung 8n cai dd nghel 'Don't eat that, 0.K.?!
Toi di nghe! 11111 go — all right?!

Sentence particle di, on the other hand, usually follows suggestions, to which there is often

1. 1§1 'like that' or 'thus' indicates that Mr. Hoang's question i1s referring to the present
ciroumstances: 'Who is the person standing over there, as conditions are now?!' Cf. Lesson 3,
Notes on the Basic Dialogue, No. 10.

8. Toi xin gi&i-thigg (1it. 'I beg to introduce') is a polite request. Note that xin Sng + action
verbal is a polite request for the person addressed to do something (Cf. Lesson 7, Drill D),
whereas tol xin + action verbal is a request by the speaker to do something himself. Thus,
xin agg noi tplease speak! (lit. 'I beg you to speak!) but toi xin ndi 'may I speak?! (lit.

'T beg to speak!').

13. Thua occurs in sentence-initial position or following da, as an indication of considerable
politeness and respect. It occurs in both statements and questions.
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Eﬁé ' somewhat!, 'rather', like clng, precedes stative verbals as an indication of limited
degree. The combination cung + ggé also occurs before & stative verbal, denoting a slightly
greater degree than either word alone would indicate. Thus, khé lau or cung lau 'is pretty

long!, 'is somewhat long!'; cﬁng kha lau 'is quite long!'.

15. Gan preceding a numerical expression means 'nearly!'. It regularly occurs in reference to a
realized fact -- i1.e. present or past but not future time. The opposite of gan before a

numerical expression is hon 'more than! (cf. Drill TI, following).

Compare questions containing initial sao, introduced in Lesson L4, which ask for an explanation:

Sao Sng §y khSng hieu? tHow come he doesn't understand?!
Sao 8ng Hai chua den? 'How come Mr. Hal hasn't arrived yet?!

In answer to a question ending in sao, Qhﬁi t[that's] right'! indicates that the question minus
sao is correct.

Sentence Particle gé
Sentence particle gé occurs at the end of statements which introduce a contrast to the preceding
utterance of another speaker. For example:

A: 6ng mua khSng? 'Are you going to buy it?!
B: Toi khong cb tien ma! 'T have no money!! (I.e. How could I buy it?)

In the Basic Dialogue, Mr. Smith uses Eé as an indication that he couldn't possibly not be
acquainted with Mr. Brown since they work in the same office.

Alternate Questions

Two sentences joined by hay or hay la form an alternate question in Vietnamese. Overlapping is
ugually, but not always, eliminated, with hay glé) occurring between the parts on which the questioning
focuses.

Examples: 6ng gy ai Viét-Nam. 'He is going to Vietnam.!
6ng Ey di Nhut. 'He is going to Japan.!
Ong ay ai Vi§t—Nam hay (1la) (di) Nhyt ? 'Is he going to Vietnam, or (going to) Japan?!
6ng gy di Viét—Nam hay (1a) Sng gy dl Nhut? 'Is he golng to Vietnam, or is he going to Japan?!
6ng Hai ai. tMr. Hai is going.!
5ng Hoéng ai. 'Mr. Hoang is going.!
Ong Hai (di) hay (la) ong Hoang &i? '(Is) Mr. Hai (going), or is Mr. Hoang going?!

When the second part of the two-part question is simply negation of the first, overlapping may
still be omitted or, less commonly, included.

a. bao lau

Bao lau 'how long' is a general question expression pertaining to duration of time. Depending
upon context, it may refer to past, present, or future.

For example: Lan aé ong K] Vi§t-Nam bao lau? 'How long were you in Vietnam that time?!
Lan ngy ang s6 & Vi§t-Nam bao lau? 'How long will you be in Vietnam this time?!
Ong ] Viét—Nam bao 1lau roi? 'How long have you been in Vietnam?!
6ng con & Vi§t-Nam bao lau nita? tHow much longer will you continue to be in Vietnam?!
Bao lau nita ong mdi di Viet-Nam? tHow much longer will it be before you go to Vietnam?!

b. Month Names

Month names in Vietnamese consist of théng 'month! + the appropriate numeral; however, for the first
and last months there are special words: théng gigng 'January'!, and théng chap 'December!. Théng tu
'April! uses the same alternant for 'four! that occurs in ordinals. The corresponding question word is
théng mgz 'what month?'.
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Note that a numeral + thﬁns counts the number of months.

Thus: thang hai ' February!
but: hai théng 'two months!
Examples: Thang bgy tol qua Vi§t—Nam. 'T am going over to Vietnam in July.!
Théng chap nay Sng gy trd lai. 'He will be back this December.!
Théng hai nam t&i toi mdi biet. 'I won't know until February of next year.!
Thang mgy Sng aie 'What month are you going?!
6ng gy qua dgy théng tu nam ngoéi. 'He came over here April of last year.!
5ng gy qua dgy théng mgy nam ngoéi? 'What month of last year did he come over here?!

c. hoi

Hol occurs preceding time expressions and denotes a point (not duration) of time in the past.
Compare hoi nao 'when (lit. which time) in the past?t,

Without any other indication of past time, hoi + time expression refers to the immediately preceding
point of time so-named.

Thus: 6ng gy den day hoi ba gié. 'He came here at three o'clock (i.e. the three
otcleck that has recently passed).!
Ong gy qua day hoi thang tu. 'He came over here this past April.!
Ong ay trd lai day hoi nam sdu muoi bon. 'He came back here in '64 (i.e. 1964).!

However, hBi may also be used optionally in other expressions of past time, whether or not they
refer to an immediately preceding time.

For example: (hoi) ba gid hom qua 13 otclock yesterday!
(hgi) théng tu nsm ngoai 'April of last yeart
With days of the week, hom -- not hoi -- designates an immediately preceding example.

Thus: hom thi bay tthis past Saturday!
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VIII. duge Preceding Quantity Expressions

duge + a quantity expression indicates extent. The combination regularly follows a verbal
expression which may refer to past, present, or future time.

Examples: Toi s8 & dgy dugde sau théng. 'I will be here for (i.e. to the extent of)
six months.!

6ng gy hoc tigng Vi§t duge m§t nim roi. 'He has studied Vietnamese for (i.e. to the
extent of) one year already.!

Ong & Viét-Nam duge bao lau? 'How long (i.e. to what extent of time) were
you in Vietnam?!

In all the above examples, dudc may be omitted with little change in meaning.
For example: Toi sé O day sau thang. tT will be here six months.!
Note that dugc does not ordinarily occur in association with a time expression + nua which
refers to future time.
Compare: Toi di (duge) hai tuan. 'I'm going for two weeks.!' (Pugc is optional.)

hnd: Hal tugn na toi di. 'I'm going in two more weeks.! (Qggg does not occur.)

There are also certain verbals with which the dudec indicating extent does not occur.
Examples are: Bhé R muSn, dinh and can.

Thus: Toi di (duge) hai tuan. 'I'm going for two weeks.' (Pudc is optional.)

Sentence 1 is one of the most common ways of asking a Vietnamese whether or not he 1a married.

* Others are: 6ng co gia-dinh chua? 'Do you have a family yet?!

6ng co vy chua? 'Do you have a wife yet?!

ggé, the sentence particle, was introduced in Lesson 6 at the end of emphatic statements. Here
it occurs in final position as an indication of an assumption or conclusion that is being
checked: 'This is surely right, isn't it?!'. This contrasts with Ehﬁi khSng questions, which
check without a previous assumption as to what the answer will be.

con Sng thi sao? 'Lit. And you, then how?t, i.e. 'And if it's you, then how is it?!?

Cﬁng roi indicates that the rol statement (1.e. Toi cd gia-dinh rgi) applies to Mr. Hoang as

well as Mr. Brown.

Cling chua and ciing khong also occur in parallel situations.
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Duge + nominal regularly means 'receive! or 'get!. However, dudc + mgI (or a number) + words meaning
tchildt, 'son!', 'daughter', etc. 1s the equivalent of English 'have a child, son, daughter, etc.'.

Thi: Reread Grammar Note VIII, Lesson 9. Basic Dialogue Sentence 5 means, 'If you're talking about
me (in contrast with you), I have only one child so far!'. The use of thi points up the contrast
between toi and other subjects,~in this case, Mr. Hoang.

g;: When thoi ! just', 'only'! occurs with numerical expressions, the numerical expression may be
preceded by unstressed co. This co is optional except in request sentences, where it does not occur.

Thus: Anh dem cho to0i m§t chai la-ve thoi. 'Bring me just one bottle of beer.!
but: Tol keu (cd) m§t chai la-ve thoi. 'T ordered only one bottle of beer.!
T6i s6 & (cd) hai ngay thoi. 1Tt11 be there for just two days.!'

Nay, which occurs in expressions like hom nay t!today'!, nsm nay ‘'this year', etc. means 'this'! in
the sense of 'the present!. Nay is not to be confused with naz, which is the demonstrative 'this?,
i.e. 'this' as opposed to 'that'! (do) and 'the one over there! (d8ng kia).

Eé tit! refers to a child, animal(s), or (less frequently) inanimate object(s). The plural equivalent,
referring to children only, is ehﬁng no.

Ruoi '+ a half' was introduced in Lesson l in time expressions like mudi hai gid rudi '12:30'. Rudi

regularly indicates the addition of a half unit to the number expression that precedes it. If
the total amount involved is one half of the unit, nita occurs preceding the appropriate counter.

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Grammar Notes

Family Terms; Counting Ages

The most commonly occurring family terms are introduced in the dialogue and drills of this lesson.
In some cases there are overlapping terms which differ only in the degree of formality and politeness,
comparable to English 'mother!, 'mom!, 'ma', etc. For example, ggég (which also means 'niece/nephew?
and 'grandchild!) occurs as a more familiar, friendly equivalent of con 'child' (i.e. 'offspring'),
when referring to a young child.

The counter for children (i.e. non-adults) is dda.

Compare: hai da em 'two younger brothers/sisters who are children!
hai ngu&i em 'two younger brothers/sisters who are adults!

Con 'child! occurs both with and without a counter.

Thus: bon con tfour offspring!
or: bon dda con 'four offspring who are childrent
or: bon ngu&i con ' four offspring who are adults!

Chau when counted without a counter refers to young offspring, and when counted with a counter,
to nieces/nephews or grandchildren.

Thus: hai chau ttwo offspring who are childrent
hai dia chau 'two nieces/nephews or grandchildren who are children!
hai nguéi chau 'two nieces/nephews or grandchildren who are adults!

There are three common ways to say that a person has children in Vietnamese--one using gé thave!,
another using dudc 'receive', and a third which has no verbal. The last two are used only when the
number of children is included.

Members of one's own family are referred to by the appropriate relationship term (my older
brother, son, aunt, etc.), never as Sng gy, ba gy, co gy, etc. For a more complete treatment of how

The counter for years of human age is Egéi. The corresponding question words are mgz tuéi and
bao nhiéu tuéi 'how many years of age?!. Mgz + any counter regularly refers to a comparatively small
number, and accordingly mgx tuoi is usually used when asking the age of children. Bao nhisu + any
counter regularly refers to a large number. There is no clear boundary between ggx and bao nhisu,
but in general Eél covers a limited range in which each individual unit is counted, i.e. the rangs

where there is less tendency to use approximate numbers.

Emphatic gé

In a yes-or-no question, for example one ending in khsng (or chua or ggé), unstressed gé
optionally occurs before an actlion or stative verbal as an indication of emphasis or special interest
on that verbal. Thils pattern was first drilled with stative verbals in Lesson 2 (cé xa khSng? 'Is it
far?t), and again in Lesson 12 (Ong thgy ¢ ngon khong? 'Do you find it tasty?). The occurrence of

gé in these sentences indicates primary Interest on xa and ngon.

In Ehéi khang questions, unstressed gé may precede the stative verbal phéi 'is right! for emphasis.
Example: DS 1la ong Hai, cd phai khong? 'That's Mr. Hai, is that right?!

When a (gé) + action verbal + khsng (chua, etc.) question refers to past time, the short affir-

. 4
mative answer is co (stressed).

Thus: Hoi séng ong (c6) di khong? 'Did you go this morning?!
Da co. 'Yes.!
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If the action verbal is included in the answer, it occurs in combination with gé (stressed):
Da (toi) co ai. 'Yes, I did go.!

In such sentences, gé (stressed) + action verbal always refers to past time.
However, in a (gé) + stative verbal + khang (chua, etc.) question, the affirmative answer does
not include co, regardless of the time referred to.

Example: Hoi séng ong di (c¢d) sdm khong? 1Did you go early this morning?!
Da (toi di) som. 'Yes, I went early.!
In a (gé) + action verbal + khang (chua, ché, etc.) question referring to present or future time,

the short affirmative answer is usually the action verbal, but for some speakers it is gé, provided
co occurred in the question.

Examples: Mai Sng dai khSng? 'Are you going tomorrow?!
Da d4i. 'Yes.!
Mai 8ng co ai khang? 'Are you going tomorrow?!
Da di. (or, less commonly: Da cd.) 'Yes.!

If the action verbal is included in the answer to this type of question, gé does not occur:
Da (toi) ai. 'Yes, I'm going.!
Khang may occur as the short negative answer to any of the above questions.
Verbal Phrases: dem qua
The verbal dem means something general like English 'convey! or !transport!. When used in

combination with a verbal of motion, the particular kind of conveying or transporting is further
defined,

Thus: dem qua 'take (or bring) over!
dem ra ttake (or bring) out!
dem ve ttake (or bring) back!
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If a nominal expression immediately follows dem, it indicates the thing or person conveyed; the
goal of the action, if expressed, follows the motion verbal. Thus:

dem gia-dinh qua 'take (or bring) one's family over!
dem ra san méy bay ttake (or bring) out to the airport!
dem m§t céi ndn 14 ve My ttake (or bring) a conical hat back to America!

In some sequences, the nominal expression indicating the thing or person conveyed follows the motion
verbal expression. In such cases, there is emphasis on what is conveyed.

Thus: dem ve My m§t cai non 1la 'take (or bring) a conical hat back to America!

Such expressions may be considered combinations of two simple expressions. For example:

To1 dem m§t céi ndén 14 ve M. 'I'm taking (or bringing) a conical hat back
to America.!

is a combination of:

Toi dem m§t cai non 1la. 'I'm taking (or bringing) a conical hat.!
and: Toi ve My. 1I'm returning to America.!

Now compare: ﬁngfgy & My qua 'He's coming over from America! (Lesson 11). In this kind of
example, the action of the second verbal (gua) follows the occurrence of the first (é). In expres-

sions like dem qua, the two actions occur simultaneously. Otherwise, the two constructions are
identical.

GENERAL PATTERN: Nominal X + personal nominal Y = 1Y¥'s X', 'X belonging to Y¥!

In this pattern, the first nominal has no modifiers of its own other than the personal nominal
following. (Note that this pattern fits into the general pattern of modification described in
Lesson 2, Grammar Note V.)

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VII. Sentence Particle é

The sentence particle é at the end of a sentence indicates that the speaker is expressing
surprise and/or lively interest over something that he has just learned or realized. For example,
in the Basic Dialogue, Mr. Hoang has just been told the age of Mr. Brown's child. He then comments:

ﬁa, con nho véy a? '0h, he is still that small, huh?!?

Compare the uge of !ﬁx a? 'Really?! (Lit. 'Like that, huh?!') in Lesson 5, Basic Dialogue, which
indicates Mr. Smith's surprise at the point where he has just been told the time.

It has occurred previously in expressions
of superlative degree (Lesson 9, Grammar Note VII) and with interrogatives indicating all-excluding
and all-including application (Lesson 7, Grammar Note V, Lesson 9, Grammar Note II, and Lesson 13,
Grammar Note I). Following a verbal as it does in Sentence 11 of this Lesson, gég indicates an
action performed completely. In combination with a verbal + a nominal, it may follow the verbal
or the nominal.

In the second member of each of the preceding pairs, cla is optional.
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Unless A 1s followed by a modifier, cla is regularly optional:

. . - . 'Mr. Hait's room!, 'room belonging to Mr. Hait
or: phong cua ong Hai

But if A is followed by a modifier, the use of cua is obligatory:
cai pthg méi cta Sng Hai tMr. Hai's new room!
Note that in this pattern the modified nominal is regularly preceded by an appropriate counter.
The negative equivalent of possessive phrases (i1.e. 'A which doesn't belong to B!') always includes
cﬁa, whether or not A is followed by a modifier:

pthg khSng phﬁi cua Sng Hai. 'a room which doesnt't belong to Mr. Hait

Whenever the part of the sentence preceding ;é (i.e. the part indicating the provision) consists of
a nominal expression, as in the above example, it regularly has this kind of !'[provided it 1ig] !

meaning. This is parallel to the use of a nominal expression before Eﬁi’ which means '[if it is] LN
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III. Indirect Questions

A Vietnamese question of any type -- i.e. a khsng,or chua or phéi khang question, or an alternate

question, or an information question (i.e. one which asks 'who?!, 'what?!, 'where?!, etc.) -- may occur

without change as part of a statement or command. A question occurring as an independent sentence is
designated as DIRECT; as part of a longer sentence, & question is designated as INDIRECT.

A numerical date immediately preceded by hom or bla indicates that date which has most recently
gone by. Thus:

A numeral followed immediately by ngéz or bia or hsm counts days. Thus:

hai ngay
or: hai bila
or: hai hom ttwo days!
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The corresponding interrogatives are may ng&x or mgy blia or méy hom 'how many days?t.

Bla also occurs as an alternant of hom in bua nay 'today!, a less formal equivalent of hom nay.

GENERAL PATTERN: Eﬁ-+ number or place expression X + (cho) tdi + number or place expression Y =
tfrom X to Y'. 1In most cases, (cho) tol Y means 'up to and including Y'.

tu mgy tay (cho) t&i may tay? 'from what date to what date?!
tu dgy (cho) t&i ad tfrom here to there!

In some cases, only the Eﬁ-——- phrase or only the (cho) tJdi—— phrase occurs.

Nhigu is a stative verbal meaning 'exist in large quantity'. It occurs as the Vietnamese equivalent
of 'much'!, 'many'!', 'a great deal!, tlotst!, etc.
Examples: cai ngy (¢d) nhieu khang? 'Is there much of this?! or 'Are there many of these?!
(Lit. 'Does this exist in quantity?' or 'Are these
numerous?!)
Nhieu 1#m. 'There's a lot! or 'There are many'.

Khong nhisu. 'There isn't much' or 'There aren't many!'.

In a sentence {or clause) containing another verbal, nhisu regularly follows the verbal, but does
not itself occur in final position. Some commonly occurring patterns which include nhien are:
